24:36e - The phrase 'day and hour' has specific meaning with regard to the Jewish calendar
Which is based upon the New Moon. Note the present tense verb "knows" -- to translate
as "will know" is a mistranslation of God's word!! The verb "knows" literally means to
"reckon" or to "calculate" or "to see" [018ev]. A correct translation would be: " But of
that day and hour no one has presently calculated." -- Even if the verse is willfully
mistranslated : "But of that DAY and HOUR no one WILL know." The limitation is to
DAY and HOUR. On the earth at any given time there are two days present!!!
In the Greek text the word 'oiden' [018¢ev] is actually in the aorist or past tense -

"of that day and hour no one has seen"

24:37f - Noah knew the exact day of the flood (Gen. 7:4) — unbelievers were caught off guard
