(21)  And the people waited for Zachariah, and marveled that he stayed so long in the temple.  

(22)  And when he came out, he could not speak to them: and they perceived that he had seen a vision in the temple: because he motioned to them, and remained speechless.  

(23)  And it came to pass, that, as soon as the days of his ministry were accomplished, he departed to his own house.  

(24)  And after those days his wife Elisabeth conceived, and hid herself five months, saying,  

(25)  In this way the Lord has dealt with me in the days in which He looked on me, to take away my reproach among men.  
(26)  And in the sixth monthh the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee, named Nazareth,  
(27)  To a virgin engaged to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin's name was Mary.i

(32)  He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give to Him the throne of His forefather David:  
(33)  And He shall reign over the house of Jacob forever; and of His kingdom there shall be no end.  
(34)  Then Mary said to the angel, How shall this be, since I do not know a man {in a sexual manner}?

(43)  And how is this to me, that the mother of my Lord should come to me?  
(44)  Because, as soon as the voice of your greeting sounded in my ears, the babe leaped in my womb for joy.k  
(45)  And blessed is she who has believed because those things which were told her from the Lord shall be  performed.  
(46)  And Mary said, My soul magnifies the Lord,  

(47)  And my spirit has rejoiced in God my Savior.  

(48)  Because He has regarded the low estate of His handmaiden: because, indeed, from this time forth all generations shall call me blessed.  

(49)  Because He Who is mighty has done to me great things; and holy is His Name.  
(50)  And His mercy is on those who fear Him from generation to generation.  
(51)  He has shown strength with His arm; He has scattered the proud in the imagination of their hearts.  

(52)  He has put down the mighty from their seats, and exalted those of low degree.  
(53)  He has filled the hungry with good things; and the rich He has sent away empty.

(54)  He has helped His servant Israel, in remembering His mercy;
