(7)  But the king spared Mephibosheth, the son of Jonathan the son of Saul, because of the LORD'S oath that was between them, between David and Jonathan the son of Saul.  

(8)  But the king took the two sons of Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, whom she bare unto Saul, Armoni and Mephibosheth; and the five sons of Michal the daughter of Saul, whom she brought up for Adriel the son of Barzillai the Meholathite:

	(6)  Let seven men of his sons be delivered to us, and we will hang them up to the LORD {Jehovah} in Gibeah of Saul, whom the LORD {Jehovah} chose. And the king said, I will give them.  

(7)  But the king spared Mephibosheth, the son of Jonathan the son of Saul, because of the LORD’s {Jehovah’s} oath that was between them, between David and Jonathan the son of Saul.

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	(11)  And it was told David what Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, the concubine of Saul, had done.  

(12)  And David went and took the bones of Saul and the bones of Jonathan his son from the men of Jabeshgilead, which had stolen them from the street of Bethshan, where the Philistines had hanged them, when the Philistines had slain Saul in Gilboa:  

(13)  And he brought up from thence the bones of Saul and the bones of Jonathan his son; and they gathered the bones of them that were hanged.  

(14)  And the bones of Saul and Jonathan his son buried they in the country of Benjamin in Zelah, in the sepulchre of Kish his father: and they performed all that the king commanded. And after that God was intreated for the land.  

(15)  Moreover the Philistines had yet war again with Israel; and David went down, and his servants with him, and fought against the Philistines: and David waxed faint.  

(16)  And Ishbibenob, which was of the sons of the giant, the weight of whose spear weighed three hundred shekels of brass in weight, he being girded with a new sword, thought to have slain David.  

	
	(11)  And it was told David what Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, the concubine of Saul, had done.  

(12)  And David went and took the bones of Saul and the bones of Jonathan his son from the men of Jabeshgilead, who had stolen them from the street of Bethshan, where the Philistines had hung them, when the Philistines had killed Saul in Gilboa:  

(13)  And he brought up from there the bones of Saul and the bones of Jonathan his son; and they gathered their bones who were hung.  

(14)  And the bones of Saul and Jonathan his son they buried in the country of Benjamin in Zelah, in the tomb of Kish his father: and they performed all that the king commanded. And after that God was appeased for the land.  

(15)  Furthermore the Philistines had yet war again with Israel; and David went down, and his servants with him, and fought against the Philistines: and David grew faint.  

(16)  And Ishbibenob, who was of the sons of the giant, the weight of whose spear weighed three hundred shekels {about 120 oz.; 7.4 lbs; 3}b of brass in weight, he having strapped on a new sword, thought to have killed David.
